The story of Micah in Judges 17-18.

Micah stole 1200
pieces of silver from his
mother. She cursed the
thief. He confessed. To
make up for his crime out
of the money he stole he
had a priestly gown made,
sacred objects fashioned,
built a chapel and hired a
priest.

But the turning point
in the story is when some
thieves are carting all his
sacred objects and his
priest down the road and
Micah says these revealing
words, “You took my gods
that | made, and the priest,
and go away, and what
have | left?” (Judges 18:24)
It was then that Micah real-
ized he was spiritually
bankrupt - empty. He was
nothing more than the sa-
cred objects he had made,
and now they were gone.
Spiritual  bankruptcy s
when we make things into
idols and then worship
them. That’s what Micah
had done, he had imagined
God in his image and when
crisis tested him he realized
his was an empty faith.
When crisis tested him,
there was nothing left.
